	Christianity - Creation Story

Children will be able to:
· Remember the Christian Creation story and talk about it.
· Express an opinion about the Christian belief of creation.
· Retell the Christian Creation story and say some things that they believe God created on different days.
· Start to talk about how they think the world got here.
· Explain how Christians believe about how the world was created.
· Link things that are important to themselves and other people with the way they think and behave in relation to nature and the world.

	Hinduism – Diwali

Children will be able to: 
· Explain some of the things Hindus do during Divali.
· Explain what they might enjoy about Divali if they were a Hindu. 
· Describe some of the things Hindus do at home or at the temple during 
· Divali.
· Start to empathise with what Hindus feel about Divali.
· Describe some of the ways Hindus celebrate Divali and start to understand which of these may bring the greatest sense of 
· belonging.
· Start to explain how they might feel if they celebrate Divali.
· Start to explain how they think Hindu children might feel at Divali.
· Start to say why Divali might bring a sense of belonging to Hindus.

	Sikhism - Belief into Action

Children will be able to:
· Use the right names for some Sikh symbols or practices and talk about them.
· Start to think about different levels of commitment. Talk about some of the things Sikhs do to show their religion is important to them.
· Explain that Sikhs’ commitment to the religion involves choice.
· Start to explain why not all Sikhs practise their religion in the same way.
· Start to explain why they think some practices are more important to Sikhs than others. 
· Make links between how Sikhs practise their religion and the beliefs that underpin this.
· Respectfully ask questions about some of the way Sikhs choose to behave and the levels of commitment they show.
· Use a wide range of religious vocabulary in suggesting reasons for the 
differences in the ways
Sikhs choose to commit to and express their religion.
· Express their opinion as to why Sikhs seem to show different levels of commitment and comment on this.


	Christianity - Christmas Story

Children will be able to:
· Remember the Christmas story, including which gifts were given to Jesus.
· Think of a gift to give to Jesus and say why they would choose that especially for Him.
· Start to explain why Jesus is special to Christians (a gift from God).
· Understand that because Christians believe God gave Jesus as a gift to the world, they give each other gifts at Christmas. They understand this link.

	Christianity - Christmas

Children will be able to:
· Remember the Christian nativity story.
· Talk about what they would enjoy about Christmas if they celebrated it.
· Describe what the nativity story tells Christians about Jesus (given to the world by God).
· Talk about some of the different ways Christmas is celebrated by Christians and non-Christians.
· Start to explain the Christian belief that Jesus was God in human form and why God gave him to the world.
· Start to explain what Christmas means to Christians and what it means to themselves. 
· Make the links between Christian beliefs about Christmas and the way they celebrate it.
· Recognise that Christmas means different things to different people.
· Explain the true meaning of Christmas for Christians.
· Explain their beliefs about the true meaning of Christmas and compare them to Christian beliefs




	Christianity - Christmas

Children will be able to: 
· Remember an account of the Christmas story and talk about it.
· Talk about what they find interesting or puzzling in the Christmas story.
· Recognise there are different accounts of the Christmas Story and identify the different sources. 
· Talk about some differences in the accounts of the Christmas story that make people ask questions.
· Describe what a Christian learns from the Christmas story.
· Start to explain that true can mean different things relating to the Christmas story.
· Start to explain the Christian belief that Jesus was the Incarnation of God.
· Start to express an opinion on whether the Christmas story is true and what this might mean to Christians.
· Explain the meaning of Christmas to Christians (Incarnation).


	Christianity - Jesus as a friend

Children will be able to:
· Remember a story about Jesus showing friendship and talk about it.
· Talk about their friends and why they like them.
· Tell a story about Jesus and his friends and say how he showed friendship in that story.
· Talk about times when they have been a good friend. 
· Describe how difficult Jesus might have found it to show friendship in a story and explain why.
· Identify when it is easy or hard to show friendship.

	Christianity - Jesus’ Miracles

Children will be able to:
· Retell a story about Jesus healing someone.
· Talk about something that puzzles or interests them regarding one of Jesus’ healing miracles. 
· Identify some of the questions people ask about Jesus’ healing miracles. 
· Explain one Christian viewpoint about one of Jesus’ healing miracles.
· Start to say whether they believe Jesus actually healed people or not.
· Explain two different ways Christians might interpret one of Jesus’ healing miracles.
· Say whether either of these interpretations make sense and explain their reasons.
· Begin to talk about how faith might be involved in believing Jesus could perform miracles.

	Sikhism - Beliefs and Moral Values

Children will be able to:
· Retell a Sikh story and start to explain its meaning.
· Talk about how a Sikh story has meaning to them.
· Describe what a Sikh/nonSikh might learn from a Sikh story and start to explain why stories can be important.
· Understand how what Sikhs learn from stories can influence how they behave.
· Recognise that stories can be an important way of expressing belief and meaning and can explain the relevance of a Sikh story.
· Retell several Sikh stories and explain why some of these are relevant to Sikhs and non-Sikhs.
· Explain why Sikh stories could be considered important today.


	Christianity – Easter

Children will be able to:
· Recall parts of the Easter story. 
· Start to show understanding that Jesus is special to Christians. 
· Recall what happened on Palm Sunday and say what some of the symbols in the Easter story mean.
· Recognise that Jesus must be special to Christians to be welcomed in this way and start to say why.
· Explain why Jesus is so special to Christians (Son of God) and show 
some understanding of the significance of Palm Sunday to Christians.
· Link Christians’ belief in Jesus to the way he should be welcomed and start to explain their thinking.

	Christianity - Easter (Forgiveness)

Children will be able to: 
· Recognise symbols relating to the Last Supper and Jesus’ death and talk about them.
· Talk about what they find puzzling or interesting about The Last Supper or Jesus’ death. 
· Say what some of these symbols represent e.g.
· cross: cross/bread/wine.
· Ask questions about The Last Supper and Jesus’death.
· Explain why Christians believe Jesus’ death is important.
· Reflect on whether they agree with Christian beliefs about Jesus’ death. Suggest their own explanation(s). 
· Explain the symbolism of the cross for Christians.

	Christianity – Easter

Children will be able to:
· Remember some events in Holy Week and talk about them.
· Talk about what they find puzzling in the Easter story. 
· Describe some things that Christians believe about Jesus.
· Say how some events in Holy Week tell Christians about Jesus’ purpose/destiny.
· Consider important questions about whether Jesus knew He was going to be crucified.
· Start to explain whether God intended Jesus to be crucified or whether Jesus’ crucifixion was the consequence of events during Holy Week. Find supporting evidence. 
· Start to express my opinion about Jesus’ crucifixion being his destiny.
· Give my opinion about the importance for Christians of Jesus’ death being part of God’s plan.

	Judaism – Shabbat

Children will be able to: 
· Use the right names for things that are special to Jewish people during Shabbat.
· Start to make a connection between being Jewish and decisions about behaviour.
· Talk about some of the things that Jewish people do to celebrate Shabbat.
· Start to explain how certain beliefs affect decision-making.
· Start to explain why Shabbat is important to Jewish children.
· Explain how being a member of a religion influences people’s behaviour.

	Hinduism - Hindu Beliefs

Children will be able to:
· Remember a Hindu god and use its correct name.
· Ask questions about what they find puzzling about this god. 
· Name some Hindu gods and start to explain their significance to Hindus.
· Describe what a Hindu might believe about one of the Hindu gods and start to understand that Brahman is in everything.
· Recognise what they think about some Hindu beliefsabout Brahman and gods, showing respect to Hindus.
· Make links between Hindu beliefs regarding Brahman and gods with how they choose to live their lives.
· Reflect on Hindu beliefs and express thoughts on these.
· Explain that Brahman is everywhere and in everything influences Hindus in their daily lives.
· They can give their own and others’ views on questions about God and can start to explain why religion is important to many people.

	Sikhism - Prayer and Worship

Children will be able to:
· Use the right names for things that are special to Sikhs.
· Say how they feel about these special things. 
· Describe some of the ways 
· that Sikhs choose to show commitment to God and start to understand that they may do this in different ways.
· Start to show I understand that Sikhs makechoices about how they show commitment to God.
· Describe how different practices enable Sikhs to show their commitment to God and understand that some of these will be more significant to some Sikhs than others.
· Start to express what they think about the best way a Sikh could show commitment to God. Explain why. 


	Judaism – Chanukah

Children will be able to:
· Recognise some of the symbols used at Chanukah.
· Talk about how a Jewish child might feel about taking part in a Chanukah activity.
· Say what some Chanukah symbols mean.
· Begin to understand how it feels to Jewish children to take part in some Chanukah activities (e.g. playing dreidel, lighting the candles) and start to think about which one of these activities might help them feel closer to God.
· Start to describe some of the ways in which Jewish children feel close to God during Chanukah.
· Explain why they think some Chanukah activities would help a Jewish child feel closer to God than other activities.

	Hinduism - Pilgrimage to River Ganges

Children will be able to:
· Recall facts about the River Ganges and some of the things that Hindus do there. 
· Start to explain why this river is important. 
· Explain how it might feel for a Hindu to visit the River Ganges.
· Describe a Hindu ritual that happens at/in the River Ganges and explain why this is important and significant to the Hindus taking part in it.
· Show an understanding of why the River Ganges is important to Hindus and also start to suggest why non-Hindus might also want 
to visit this river. 
· Ask questions relating to how and why the River Ganges and rituals performed there by Hindus are meaningful in their lives.

	Christianity -Beliefs and practices

Children will be able to:
· Use the right names for things that are special to Christians.
· Talk about how they feel towards an issue that is important to them,
· Talk about one of the ways Christians show commitment to God and explain why these are important to Christians. 
· Decide which way they think is the best way for a Christian to show commitment to God.
· Understand that Christians may show their commitment in different ways.
· Start to understand there are different degrees of commitment and that’s up to individual Christians.
· Describe how different practices enable Christians to show their commitment to God and understand that some of these will be more significant to some Christians than others.
· Explain why they think some ways of showing commitment to God would be better than others for Christians.
· Explain that individuals choose to show different degrees of commitment to their religion and can relate this to commitments they make in their life.

	Christianity - What did Jesus teach?

Children will be able to:
· Retell a story Jesus told about being kind or give an example of when Jesus showed kindness.
· Say if they think Christians should be kind and give a reason. 
· Explain some ways Christians try to follow Jesus’ example of being kind. 
· Explain why they think Christians should be kind and understand why this might sometimes be difficult.
	Judaism - Beliefs and Practice

Children will be able to:
· Remember and retell the Abraham and Moses stories and describe why these stories are important to Jews. 
· Describe something Jewish people believe in these stories. 
· Talk about an agreement Jewish people make with God and say if this is important. 
· I can start to explain the significance of an aspect of Jews’ relationship with God. 
· Describe some of the ways Jewish people express their special relationship with God and start to understand how that might feel. 
· Make links between the Abraham and Moses stories and the Jewish belief that they are in a special relationship with God. 
· Understand how Jewish people remind themselves of their special relationship with God and can explain how this relationship (covenant) started. 
· Start to understand how challenging it might be for a Jewish person to live up to their special covenant with God
	Islam - Beliefs and Practices

Children will be able to:
· Use the right names for things that are important to Muslims. 
· Talk about their own personal commitments. 
· Describe some of the ways that Muslims choose to show commitment to God. 
· Decide which way they think is the best way for a Muslim to show commitment to God. 
· Explain why there might be different ways of showing commitment. 
· Describe how different practices enable Muslims to show their commitment to God and understand that some of these will be more significant to some Muslims than others. 
· Think of some ways of showing commitment to God that would be better than others for Muslims. 
· Explore why Muslims choose to show commitment to God in the ways that they do and how this might impact on their lives. 
· Explain that individuals choose to show different degrees of commitment to their religion and can relate this to commitments they make in their life.

	Christianity - Jesus as a gift from God

Children will be able to:
· Remember the Christmas story and start to explain that Christians believe Jesus was a gift from God to the world. 
· Give a reason why Christians think God gave Jesus to the world. 
· Explain how Jesus coming to the world shows Christians they should love/help people and the world. 
· Reflect on whether God should send Jesus again, now.
	Buddhism - The Life of the Buddha

Children will be able to:
· Recall parts of the Buddha’s life. 
· Begin to explain the importance of the life of the Buddha. 
· Give reasons as to whether everyone can be happy. 
· Show an understanding of why people think it is difficult to be happy. 
· Explain some of the things the Siddhattha did to try to be happy and explain why they might not have worked. 
· Begin to show an understanding of what being happy means for Buddhists.
	Christianity – Christmas

Children will be able to:
· Remember the story of Jesus’ birth and talk about it. 
· Talk about what they find puzzling or interesting about the nativity story. 
· Tell you some things Christians believe are important about Jesus’ mother being Mary. 
· Start to think about some of the questions people ask about Jesus’ birth. 
· Start to explain the significance of why Mary was chosen as Jesus’ mother. 
· Start to think through why Mary being Jesus’ mother is important to Christians and what they think about this. 
· Make links between the Virgin Birth and Christian beliefs about Jesus (Incarnation). 
· Consider my own response to the Christian belief in the Virgin birth, showing respect to Christian Views.

	Islam - Prayer at home

Children will be able to:
· Remember some things about Muslim prayer. 
· Tell you one way praying 5 times a day may help a Muslim. 
· Use the right words to describe how Muslims pray and begin to explain why they do this. 
· Start to think through how praying 5 times a day might help in some ways more than others. 
· Describe the Muslim prayer routine and explain how they believe this helps them in their everyday lives. 
· Decide on 3 ways Muslims might be helped in their everyday lives by praying 5 times a day, and can explain their reason for one of these.
	Judaism – Passover

Children will be able to:
· Use the right vocabulary for some things that are special to Jews. 
· Talk about what they find interesting about the Jewish food laws or the Seder meal or another way Jews choose to do as God asks them. 
· Describe some of the things Jews can and can’t eat if they keep Kosher. 
· Ask questions about aspects of the Seder meal or Kashrut laws to find out why they are important. Start to identify how it would feel to keep Kashrut. 
· Describe some of the things Jews do to show respect to God and explain why they do it. 
· Explain why Jewish people feel it is important. 
· Give examples of how, because Jews believe they are in a special covenant with God, they try to show him their respect and gratitude by doing as he asks them to do. 
· Explain their opinion as to which ways may be more or less important for Jews to show respect to God.
	Christianity - Beliefs and Meanings

Children will be able to:
· Remember a Christian story about love and talk about it. 
· Talk about something they can relate to in a Christian story about love. 
· Re-tell a Christian story about love and begin to explain what this teaches Christians about how they live their lives. 
· Start to understand what some of the Christian stories about love mean. 
· Describe what a Christian might learn about life after death from a Bible story. 
· Ask important questions about eternity. 
· Make links between different Christian beliefs and their views on whether anything is ever eternal. 
· Reflect on my own beliefs about whether anything is eternal and give my reasons. 
· Explain why Christians believe some things are eternal and the difference this makes to them.

	Christianity - Easter (Resurrection)

Children will be able to:
· Recall parts of the Easter story. Talk about what they think happened to Jesus. 
· Recall what Christians believe happened on Easter Sunday.
·  Start to suggest a different explanation as to what happened to Jesus after the empty tomb and offer their opinion. 
· Explain the Christian belief in Jesus’ resurrection and start to explain why this is so important to Christians. Add their own thoughts about this.
	Buddhism - The Buddha’s Teachings

Children will be able to:
· Recall one of the Buddha’s stories and start to say what it means. 
· Can begin to relate the story to making the world a better place. 
· Can suggest why there may be problems in the world and how people can help to solve them. 
· Can start to explain what the Buddha was teaching through one of his stories. 
· Give examples of how Buddhists could learn from these teachings and put it into practice.
	Christianity – Easter

Children will be able to:
· Tell you some festivals that are special to Christians. 
· Tell you how some Christians try to do good in the world. 
· Talk about someone who has influenced them and why they respect them. 
· Describe one way that Christianity seems to be a strong religion today. 
· Start to consider whether they think Christianity is a strong religion now and say why they think this. 
· Explain how one of the reasons people use to suggest that Christianity is a strong religion today can be counteracted. 
· Explain a range of arguments to suggest Christianity is a strong religion today and also give the opposing arguments. 
· Express their opinion as to whether Christianity is a strong religion now giving reasoned arguments.

	Islam - Community and belonging

Children will be able to:
· Use the right words to describe what Muslims do and feel when they attend prayer at the mosque. 
· Start to explain when Muslims might feel like they belong. 
· Explain what happens when Muslims pray alone or at the mosque. 
· Talk about how Muslims feel a sense of belonging when they are with other Muslims or when they pray on their own and say why this might be. 
· Describe how a Muslim achieves a sense of belonging through praying. 
· Put themselves in a Muslim’s position and say if they would prefer to pray alone or with other Muslims at a mosque and give a reason why
	Judaism - Beliefs and Practices

Children will be able to:
· Use the right names for things that are special to Jews. 
· Start to express an opinion about what might be important to Jews. 
· Describe one of the ways Jews show commitment to God. 
· Talk about something that is important to Jews and express understanding as to how it might feel to do this if they were Jewish. 
· Describe some of the ways that Jews choose to show commitment to God and start to understand that they do this in different ways. 
· Express an opinion on which ways they think might be the best ways for Jews to show their commitment to God and start to give reasons. 
· Describe how different practices enable Jews to show their commitment to God and understand that some of these will be more significant to some Jews than others.
	Islam - Beliefs and Moral Values

Children will be able to:
· Tell you something Muslims believe about how they should try to live good lives. Say if this will help a Muslim get to Heaven. 
· Tell you that Muslims believe in life after death. Start to understand that this links to how Muslims choose to behave. 
· Tell you what they think about life after death. Describe some of the ways that Muslims try to lead lives respectful to God and start to say why this is important to them. 
· Identify why leading a good life might be a good idea and why people think this. 
· Explain how believing in Akhirah influences Muslims to do their best to lead good lives. 
· Recognise what motivates or influences them to lead a good life and compare it with what motivates and influences Muslims. 
· Explain how the belief in Akhirah influences Muslim decisions and choices as to how to behave towards God and other people. 
· Ask questions about life after death and explore how what they believe about this might influence their life. 
· Describe what Muslims believe in. 
· Talk about something they find puzzling or interesting about the Muslim religion. 
· Describe some things Muslims believe are wrong/ evil. 
· Start to ask questions about why Muslims have different beliefs if they are in the same religion. 
· Explain what is meant by stereotyping and can recognise some of the ways Muslim people may be stereotyped. 
· Start to express their opinion on how Jihad is interpreted by some Muslims. 
· Explain two different Muslim interpretations of Jihad and explore their justifications for these. 
· Explore their own and other people’s attitudes towards interpretations of Jihad and recognise and challenge stereotyping.

	Islam – Hajj

Children will be able to:
· Use the right words to tell you about some parts of the Hajj. 
· Start to imagine how it might feel to be on the Hajj. 
· Remember some of the events that happen during Hajj and start to explain why these are important to Muslims. 
· Start to think about the significance of Hajj to a Muslim. 
· Start to explain how some of the events during Hajj could help Muslims feel a sense of commitment to God. 
· Start to express their opinion as to whether completing the Hajj makes someone a better Muslim, with a reason.
	Buddhism - Beliefs in Practice

Children will be able to:
· Explain parts of the 8-fold path.
· Describe a ‘good’ choice and the consequences of it.
· Explain the consequences of making different choices. 
· Can describe how aspects of the 8-fold path would help Buddhists know how to live a good life.
· Can begin to explain why some aspects of the 8-fold path might be hard for some Buddhists to stick to. 
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
